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Preamble

On September 28th 1912, the majority of the adult Protestant population of
Ulster signed a document known as the Solemn League and Covenant, in
order to articulate their absolute opposition to the policy of the British
government. That government had devised a Home Rule Bill in order to grant
Ireland a devolved government in Dublin. This would leave Ireland still firmly
within the British Empire however Ulster’s Unionists believed that a Dublin
executive would not govern Ulster in a fair or effective way. Economically,
the north would suffer and the culture and religion of Protestants would soon
be under threat.

The leaders of the main Protestant denominations in Ulster, and some of the
smaller ones, were united in support for the Covenant, urging their members
to sign it and holding church services on 28th September in order to invoke
God'’s help in this ambitious public campaign to prevent Home Rule from ever
passing. While a number of the clergy and the laity disagreed with the
Covenant, it is fair to say that the project did help to create solidarity
amongst the Protestants of Ulster. It also persuaded the British government
that Unionists ‘meant business’ and so it prepared the ground for the
creation of Northern Ireland in the years after the Great War.

For many Christians in today’s Protestant churches, within Northern Ireland
and beyond, the Covenant of 1912 stands as a highly respected and heart-
stirring document which reflected the spiritual and political principles of an
earlier generation and still speaks today of the resolve needed to preserve
Ulster’s distinct heritage. For other Christians, there are several problems
with the document, in particular its insistence that God is on the side of
Unionism and its implication that physical force may be needed in order to
prevent political defeat.

What is quite indisputable is that the world has changed radically since 1912.
Looking back at the violence, division and religious hatred that has
disfigured our country, it is surely imperative that we learn to walk together
towards whatever the future may hold. This order of servicelliturgy has been
prepared for those communities of Christians who-on this historic
anniversary of the Ulster Covenant - and the Home Rule Bill which it opposed
- wish to commit themselves to a fair remembrance of the past and to work
towards a better future, founded on the Kingdom values of Our Lord Jesus
Christ.

A Contemporary Act of Covenant

(based on the Methodlist Covenant which John Wesley adapted from that of the Puritan Richard
Alleine)
Brothers and sisters in Christ,
citizens of the Kingdom of God,
let us together reaffirm our commitment to the solemn covenant which God has made with his
people of all ages, nations and races,
a covenant of grace, sealed with the blood of Christ.
We are convinced that God’s Kingdom is an everlasting Kingdom;
All earthly empires and kingdoms rise and fall
but we confess our loyalty to a King that men did not crown and cannot dethrone.
His only earthly crown was one of thorns, a sign of sacrificial servant kingship.
And we know because of his death and resurrection that there is no power in heaven or on earth
can separate us from that steadfast sacrificial love.
And so we take upon us the yoke of Christ,
making his purposes our priority,
seeking to do what is right in his eyes,
not necessarily what is popular among our peers, or in the court of public opinion.
We turn away in repentance from our failings in the past
And through the power of Christ’s Spirit we commit ourselves to do what God desires,
to love as sacrificially as Christ has loved us;
to forgive as we have been forgiven;
to engage in the ministry of reconciliation;
to seek and make peace;

In others we will not be able to please Christ except by denying ourselves;
In some cases we may be loyal to Christ’s kingdom and honour earthly loyalties;
In others we cannot be loyal to Christ and his kingdom except by rejecting previous loyalties and
defying earthly authority.
Yet the power to do all these things is given to us in Christ, who strengthens us.

Therefore let us make this covenant of God in Christ our own.
